· Tony Spiteri is currently investigating the possibility of obtaining a Slalom Ski course for the use of the club. 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New Marine Safety Regulations
New Marine Safety Regulations to take effect from the 1st December 2005 in Victorian waters.  I have included links to these regulations on the web site (www.nwsc.info)   While I have include here a quick round up of the main points of interest to us involved with water skiing at Nagambie.
1. A PFD must be worn by all persons at all times on any vessel of less than 4.8 meters (14.7 feet).
2. A PFD must be worn on a power boat larger than 4.8 m to 12 meters at times of heightened risk.  Heightened risk has several definitions however the only point that will impact on us on my first reading of the regulations is the times when there is only one person on the boat. 

3. A PFD to be carried for all persons on the boat and those towed.

4. Must have a bailer.
5. Must have a bucket with a lanyard.  This can double as the bailer.  So this means that you have to attach a lanyard to your bucket.
6. Electric or manual bilge pump if vessel has a covered bilge or under floor compartments.
7. Pair of oars with row locks.  Paddles if equal to or less than 4.8m.   (I need to read the regulations to confirm)

8. All other standard safety items:  Eg Torch & Fire extinguisher.
